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The purpose of this course is to teach the methods of writing academic papers in law, and to enhance students’ basic academic insights and enhance their ability of writing
academic papers by understanding the methods and requirements of writing academic papers in law. The course process is mainly divided into four aspects: 1. Teaching the
Sy e e main elements of dissertation writing, making students realize the standardization of dissertation writing. 2. Students share and report their experiences in publishing
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journals, and finally comment on and summarize the problems encountered in writing papers, and discuss solutions together. 3. Students analyze and report the core journals
of law in professional groups, aiming to make students familiar with the publishing requirements of papers and the writing skills of excellent papers. 4. Training on
writing dissertations of master’s degree in law, so that students can be familiar with the basic requirements of writing dissertations.
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
